Thurlaston Online - Walk 1

Bull's Head & Desford Cross Roads - approx 3 miles

This circular walk of approximately 3 miles can be extended by a mile by taking an additional loop from The
Bull's Head Public House. The route: Starting from the village:

Leave the village on Enderby Road

At the right hand bend leave the road and go along the farm drive.

Take the ‘'finger-posted’ path on the left, through the gate into the field.

The next sign is across the field, towards your left.

Head towards the spinney which is on the brow of the hill on your right.

Keep the spinney on your left and cross the stile.

Bear left and follow the well signed path across the next two fields.

Go diagonally across the next field to the far left hand corner.

Cross the footbridge and make for the finger post ahead.

From here follow the orange signs North West across the next two fields to The Bull's Head.
Here you can decide whether you want to extend the walk by 1 mile (directions at bottom)

Turn right after crossing main road and walk to the cross roads.

* Turn towards Enderby and take the footpath on the right after about 100 metres (just before Ashby
Shrubs Farm)

Follow track keeping farm buildings on the left 'till you pass the next farm (Thurlaston Lodge Farm)

Follow signs until you reach the brow of a hill from where you can see Thurlaston Church on the
horizon.

Carry on following the signs, keeping the hedges on your left, and you will return to your starting
point on the New Hall Park Farm drive.

Additional loop around The White Horse
Cross the main road A47 to the footpath sign and cross stile.
Take the signed path to the right hand far corner of the field, keeping Rose Cottage on your right.
Cross stile and continue across field to the sign and double stile.
Cross stiles and head for sign going straight ahead - this takes you onto Leicester Lane.
Turn right and in 50metres or so you will see the White Horse pub..
Carry on to the cross roads and take the road to Enderby.
You have now rejoined walk 1 at * above.
